Temos como foco a perspectiva da historia orabrigando a utilizacéo de fontes orais, bem como,
0 registro de imagens. A inter-relacdo com a codadeé manifesta-se como condi¢do fundamental
para se apreender os modos, as historias, os musyeas dramaturgias que marcam estes
cotidianos e sua arte. Estas dancas resistem cagimdéntos, na memoria de antigos moradores e
sem registros oficiais. Continuam vivas na tradigamralidade, mais particularmente, na memaria
do corpo, j& que ndo sdo mais dancadas. Foramslapgendidas em festas rurais locais, realizadas
nos salbes das fazendas da regido. Entre os nauéindagodes, estas dancas e cantos tinham intuito
de agregar, coletivizar experiéncias, ancorandogse trocas e nas relacbes afetivas, sociais e
culturais. Ao longo dos anos foram proibidas e/egpdezadas pela modernidade capitalista. A
metodologia desenvolvida envolveu o registro pskai&@, pela imagem e pela experiéncia vivida,
formando uma rede de significag6es. Nossa intefagashar para o corpo como um texto maltiplo

e constituido de histdria, memdria, cultura e &0 tiranias e poesias inscritas no cotidiano e na
danca. E a presenca de uma multiplicidade de didleguma danca apresentada como campo de
conhecimento polissémico. Nosso referencial tedd@oga com diversos autores, entre eles
Portelli, Olga Von Simson, Walter Benjamin, enttgros.

ABSTRACT

The present work has as an objective to presenddhee as art memory, memory held within the
bodies that dance, and for this purpose the follufar dances of Goias were reconstructed; these
popular “forgotten” dances take place only in thenmry of the dwellers of Santa Cruz, a small
town in the state of Goids. The focus is the petbhge of the oral history, with prior use of oral
sources and the images records. The interrelatitmthe community fl ourishes as a mandatory
condition to apprehend the manners, the storiestbvements, the drama that mark their daily
routine and its art. These dances linger in the ongrof the elders; there are no systematic records,
they are kept alive in their oral tradition, morartrularly in the bodies’ memory, since they
haven't danced them for ages. Were dances leaming ilocal parties, carried through in the farms
of the region. Between the mutirdes and pagodesetidances and chanting had the intention of
creating a collectivizing experiences, anchoringnibelves in the exchanges and the affective,
social and cultural relations. Throughout the yetesy had been forbidden and/or rejected by
capitalist modernity. Our methodology involves stgiing the long lived lore experience by the
images and the language written, building a netvadnkeaningful information. The intention is to
look to the body as a multiple text made of histdoye, memory, culture and art; it is the various
dialogs and dances in the fi eld of polissitemiowtedge that matters. They are tyrannies and
poetry inscribed in the daily routine and in daridee theory referential points of this work dialogs
with various authors such as Portelli, Olga Von &im Walter Benjamin, among others.
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
